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Proper moisture management in residential buildings is critical for the maintenance of healthy indoor air and the preservation of buildings.  As buildings become more energy efficient, moisture management becomes more critical.  This presentation will identify the varied sources of destructive moisture and the control strategies that have proven to be effective in controlling moisture and preventing mold growth.  The properties of moisture and the science of moisture evaluation will be illustrated in terms and procedures that align with the mission and resources of the Weatherization Program.  Preventing moisture problems is the focus of the training, however understanding molds and managing existing moisture and mold related problems will also be illustrated.
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Carbon Monoxide Detection in the Home

“Understanding UL-2034 Standard for Home Detection Devices”

Carbon monoxide detector/alarm systems should be incorporated in every home utilizing combustion appliances, however most home systems have limitations we should be aware of.  This presentation will review the history of UL-2034 and the standards for today’s home detectors.  Additionally, this presentation will review the basics of NFPA-720 –installations, placement and maintenance of  home detectors.  
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
