Chimney Fundamentals and Operation

Course Description:
This is an introductory course that will teach the fundamentals of venting combustion appliances.  The focus is to provide all personnel working in client homes the knowledge to identify health and safety issues with a venting system. The course will begin with the combustion process so the technician will gain an understanding of the type and volume of gaseous materials being sent through the venting system.  This knowledge is essential in determining the proper size and materials a vent is made from.  We will examine materials used in venting, and alternative venting methodology.  NFPA venting guidelines will be introduced so venting safety is built into the thought process of those working on vents.   Practical venting rule-of-thumb will assist the technician in identifying problems, repairing and analysis of venting systems in the field.
