Heating Appliance Installation
Crew Members, Crew Supervisors, Heating Technicians, Auditors

Course Description:

This course was prepared for agencies wishing to begin replacing their own heating appliances, and for agencies currently doing their own work to teach new technicians replacement fundamentals.  This three day course will prepare the Weatherization Professional to install a replacement forced air or hydronic heating appliance.  Knowledge needed for working with sheet metal during addition or replacement of ductwork, gas piping, and soldering techniques will also be covered.
Due to the hands on nature of this course, maximum class size will be 8 individuals.

Objectives:

1) Removal of existing appliances using LSW practices
2) Installing heating appliances using installation guides and industry standard practices.
3) Cutting and threading gas pipe.

4) Installation copper oil lines.

5) Modifying plenums to fit new appliances

6) Basic sheet metal tools and practices.

7) Installation of flex duct

8) Adding return air runs

9) Soldering of copper pipe

10) Wiring high and low voltage electric

11) Installation and adjustment of thermostats

12) Initial set up and adjustment of burners and air/water flow
