Stove/Oven Maintenance and Service Procedures to Reduce CO

Course Description:

This course will introduce weatherization professionals to the operation, maintenance, and service of Natural and LP gas stoves and ovens.  The combustion process will be presented so the professional will understand how CO is produced, and what might be done to reduce CO.  Common industry standards associated with CO will be presented.  Hands on props will be on hand so that attendees can perform common servicing procedures presented in the course and become familiar with the tools used.

Mechanical aptitude.  

Course Objectives:


At the conclusion of this course, the student will be able to demonstrate:

1) Understanding of the combustion process

2) Identification and function of components found in a stove / oven

3) Understanding of supply side of Natural and LP fuels

4) Use of CO test instruments 

5) Use of Manometers to test gas pressures.

6) Ability to find sources of flame impingement and mitigate those sources through maintenance or repair.

7) Ability to perform basic service functions of gas and air adjustments.
